At this point the meeting was adjourned for the Public Session.
2802.  To confirm Minutes of the Meeting held on 12th November 2013: After a page number correction the Minutes were confirmed and signed as a correct record.
2803.   Matters Arising: See Clerk's report.  The Clerk also reported that the Church Lychgate is not covered by our insurance but by the Church's and the claim has been accepted.  Work should start sometime this week.
2804.   To consider the following Planning Application: This application had been circulated to Cllrs beforehand.


13/01290/AS  The Roundel, Stocks Road – Proposed detached double garage with storage bay & accommodation in roof space.  Cllrs fully support this application.
2805.
Local Needs Housing Update: 

a) Site Submissions update.  This shows 3 sites within the village. Ref 105 is opposite Coombe Lands, Ref 106 is next to Tyle House and Ref 107 is for 15 units on the land behind Jubilee Field.  Clerk has asked for details of the last site as this is the site we have put forward for local needs housing which has been rejected by ABC, but has yet to receive them.  Clerk to ask ABC how they intend to move forward on this.  It was agreed that a public meeting should be held to discuss it further.


b)  Highways – Cllr Smith had spoken with KCC.  Parking in Forge Meads is considered a problem.  With regard to our argument that KCC would have known about the number of dwellings restriction when they approved the previous application for 27 dwellings they state that it hadn't been adopted by the Council at that stage.  To note that we can go through Members who can overrule Planning's decision. 
2806. 
To consider funding the balance required, from PC funds, for a new ride on mower: Full details as to how this would be funded were given.  Half of the required amount (total being £7000 approx.) will be funded from the Caretaker's account.  The other Parish Councils involved will be asked to contribute.  The amount actually required will not be known until the end of the financial year (April 2014) but will be cleared within 3 years.  After a full discussion Cllrs agreed to fund the balance from PC funds.
2807.
To consider budget proposals as prepared by the Finance Working Party:  The Chairman explained that this may change after the Finance Workshop being held at ABC on 19th December. We will need to make a firm decision at the January meeting.
2808.
To discuss and agree whether to repair the fence around the southern end of Coronation Field:  Sheep had got into the Field from the adjoining field and thanks to David & Miriam Lewis had been removed. The fence around the edge of Coronation Field has been down for a long time but the Caretaker says that it could be repaired.  Cllr Lewis explained that it is the farmer's responsibility to stop the sheep from straying and that a stock proof fence should be used instead of an electric fence.  Clerk to contact Mr Piper and to ask the Caretaker to cost the repair.

To form the PC shop committee:  After a full discussion it was agreed that now that it had been confirmed that a shop would be opening in the spring, a PC shop committee was no longer required.  Cllr Smith volunteered to be the liaison instead.
2810.
Village Green proposed Lease Update: Cllr Smith reported that he had received a revised version which solved quite a lot of the issues he had raised but not all.  ABC will work on it over Christmas.  When it is agreed a 14 days notice has to be served before we can resolve it.

To discuss where we go from here on the website: Cllr Venning asked that this be deferred to the next meeting.
2812.   Correspondence:  


a) Outlook on Oxney – Request for a donation towards printing costs.  (To note that Cllr Mash took no part in this discussion.) After a short discussion it was agreed to donate £1000.


b)  ABC – proposed naming of the Sweatman's garage site.  Unfortunately an article had appeared in the local newspaper intimating that the Parish Council was happy with the name Magnolia Grove as no one had asked for it to be changed and that residents should write to the PC if they weren't happy.  Two letters had been received plus various verbal complaints.  Clerk explained that there was nothing to change as nothing had been decided.  Magnolia Grove was just the Developer's operational name for it.  Clerk had contacted the Developers who had replied that an application to the Borough Council had been made but this hadn't yet been received by ABC.  When it is the Parish Council will be consulted.  A further discussion took place as to appropriate names.  It was agreed that Sweatman Court would be the first choice with Owen as the second as the name of the Garage had been Owen Sweatmans Garage.
