Matters Arising:  There were none.

4207.   Planning Applications:  The Clerk had made a summary of all the comments made by residents during the Public Meeting held on 9th February with regard to the first two applications and had circulated these to Councillors before the meeting.  Councillors had listened to the extra comments made by those present at this meeting and considered all these before coming to their explained decisions.

20/01782/AS  Poplar Farmhouse – Outline planning permission for up to 23 dwellings together with all necessary infrastructure considering access only (all other matters reserved).  All six councillors objected to this application.

21/00115/AS  Land between Tyle House Farm & Mount Pleasant – The construction of 28 dwellings & 2 self-build plots with associated parking, access, landscaping & open space on land to the north of Stocks Road.  Five councillors supported this application, with one abstaining.  

21/00139/AS  Disused Cold Store, Knoll House, Acton Lane – Replacement of existing cold store structure with new building of similar design, to be used for short-term holiday lets.  All councillors supported this application.

21/00153/AS  Summer House, The Street – Proposed loft space for garage & the use for ancillary accommodation, outside deck area & changes to the fenestration.  New plans had been submitted to ABC but had not reached the Parish Council therefore this application was deferred to the next meeting. (To note: this application has since been withdrawn by the Applicant.)
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20/01807/AS The Orchard, Swan Street – Demolition of existing building, removal of structures, containers & other paraphernalia associated with historic industrial usage, the construction of two family homes, together with landscaping & wildlife enhancement measures.  Two councillors objected to this application, one fully supported and three supported it on the condition that an agreement be reached between the applicant and the neighbour on privacy issues before the ABC Officer considers it.

To consider KALC’s request for support with regard to Covid-19 Financial Support Package Local Councils & remote meetings.  Councillors agreed to support this.

To consider and agree the purchase of a replacement printer for the Clerk.  The Chairman explained that the present inkjet printer is printing unreliably and although inexpensive when originally purchased, costs a lot in ink cartridges.  A laser printer would be a better answer overall.  Councillors agreed that the Clerk and Chairman should chose the best way forward with a budget in the region of £300.

Planning Applications:

21/00139/AS  Disused Cold Store, Knoll House – The applicant gave further details.

20/01807/AS  The Orchard, Swan Street – The applicant and agent gave further details and a neighbour was able to explain the issues he had with overlooking and privacy.

20/01782/AS  Poplar Farmhouse -  The agent explained the history of the site and how this application has changed from the site put forward for inclusion in ABC’s Local Plan 2030.  Councillors asked questions about the safety of the proposed access and were told that it will comply with ABC & KCC’s requirements.  

21/00115/AS  Land between Tyle House Farm & Mount Pleasant – The agent gave further information and explained that the proposals addressed a hybrid of local needs and housing that would fall under policy HOU5.  Mrs Miriam Lewis was able to get answers from the agent on specific questions.  The developer gave further information on sewage stating that they were waiting for a response from Southern Water.
